Safequarding & Protecting
Children

Child abuse and child
protection are issues that are
frequently ignored because the
whole subject makes us feel
extremely uncomfortable.
Consequently, this subject is
often only considered in the
wake of a tragic incident.

Children and young people are the future of
the horse industry and any child who is
involved should be able to participate in a fun,
safe environment, and be protected from harm.

There is no doubt that involvement with
horses, be it in a sporting or leisure context,
can have a very powerful and positive influence
on young people. Involvement with horses and
equestrian sports provide opportunities for
enjoyment and achievement and can also help
to develop valuable qualities such as self-
esteem, teamwork and leadership. These
positive effects can only take place, however, if
equestrian sport is in theright hands —those
of professionals and trained volunteers who
have the welfare of young people at heart, and
operate within an accepted ethical framework.

All BHS Registered Instructors are required to
attend training, and the BHS also recommend
the course to all those who have regular
contact and/ or responsibility for children. In
order to ensure that you are up to date with
the latest information and policies regarding
Safeguarding & Protecting children within the
equestrian industry, please check your
regional or the main BHS website for training
dates near you.

Horse Watch in Worcestershire

(Looking out For You)

Horse Watch is about welfare and security of horses
and equipment. We depend on you, to depend on us,
to provide the Police and RSPCA with the help they
need to fight cruelty, abuse, and theft of horses, and
the constant ‘magpie’ thefts of equine equipment.
What we see, hear, suspect together with up to date
security measures, are the only weapons we have with
which to beat criminals, and enable the return of
stolen property to its distressed owner.

We regularly stop the unnecessary suffering of horses.
This is achieved by various means. Often, we have no
option but to report neglect, cruelty and abuse to the
RSPCA and/ or the Police. Sometimes experienced and
qualified Horse Watch Members offer preventative
advice, (not all neglect and cruelty is intentional).
There are occasions when abandoned, straying, or
recovered stolen horses need bed and breakfast, or
even longer accommodation. We can offer that facility.
Recently one of our members received word that stolen
horses were to be entered into an equine sale. Via our
priority information link, we relayed the information to
the Police Officer dealing with the theft, resulting in
two people being arrested and charged with the theft.
Cooperation between Horse Watch, Police and the
Auctioneers was remarkable. Reports of thefts are
regularly on the national web within hours, and
sometimes minutes.

Worcestershire Horse Watch has been extremely active
in assisting Hampshire and Thames Valley Police
Forces in setting a national Internet communication
structure, with its own Web Site. Combined Branch
National meetings are underpinning this exciting new
concept.

On a sad note, we regularly receive news from the
national web of dead horses dumped on lay-bys,
coloured horses being stolen to be killed for their hide
(used in furniture making), and so often of horses
having been slashed, mutilated, and even randomly
shot. It surely beggars belief if we, as horse lovers, do
nothing?

It is a fact that if each horse owner were to join Horse
Watch, the effect would be dramatic. Effective
intelligence and security measures could stamp out
this growing criminal activity.

Can any of us truthfully say that our £5 annual
subscription is not a worthwhile and vital contribution
to the battle? Members regularly work voluntarily on
your behalf using their own money and resources. We
desperately need your help and your £5 to fight for the
safety of your horses and equipment.

Committee Profile
Access & Bridleways
Officer

"I'm a city-bred girl from
Birmingham, so although
I've ridden regularly since |
was 7 years old, my
formative years were spent
being dropped of at a riding
school 11 miles away at
weekends with sandwiches
and enough money to pay
for a one-hour group lesson
or escorted hack. By the
time my family moved out to
Blackwell near Bromsgrove in 1975, we had our own horses:-
Cappy, a 15.2 Irish hunter type and my first pony, Sherry, a
14.3 Connemara. Throughout my teens and early 20s, |
remained a happy hacker, fitting horses around school,
university and then full time work. | got married to Phil in
1989 and continued along my chosen career path with a
series of fairly demanding but well paid full time jobs as a
Business Analyst and Project Manager. | kept one horse on
full livery, often turning up at the yard at 6.30 am to ride
before getting on the train to Birmingham at eight.

In 1998, | took my horse on a bridleway riding holiday with
Bridle Rides and, when the opportunity came up at the end of
the following year to buy the business, | sank all my savings
into it. My income suddenly reduced by about 90%, so my
horses had to come home to our family smallholding. After
the luxury of full livery, | had a lot to learn about their day-to-
day care and | can thoroughly recommend the BHS Horse
Owners Certificates, which | studied in stages right up to
Level 4.

My business is obviously all about bridleways and | had to
learn the basics of bridleway law and develop relationships
with BHS Access Officers and County Rights of Way teams
all over England and Wales from Day One in January

2000. I've been interested in history and antiques, and have
been collecting old maps of Worcestershire for about 20
years, so volunteering to join the BHS Committee in 2003 to
help the then County Access and Bridleways Officer by
keeping an eye on the bridleways near my home in North
East Worcestershire seemed a fairly obvious thing to do.

| took over as CABO in the summer of 2006 and am
committed to doing what | can to help local riders - although
the fact that my business is very demanding and | also have
an elderly Mum to keep an eye on, means that | don't always
have as much time as I'd like, specially when Bridle Rides is
very busy during the summer months

Although my knowledge of path user's rights and
responsibilities is good after 7 years of managing a bridleway
holidays business, | still have a lot to learn about the Lost
Ways project and claiming new bridleways based on
historical and user evidence.

In my spare time, my horse, Herbie and | do the odd local
unaffiliated Prelim and Novice level dressage test. I'm a
committed Christian and regularly attend church at
Tardebigge, where I'm a sidesman and Chalice Assistant. |
also enjoy reading, gardening and cookery (fairly typical
hobbies for a lady in her mid-forties) - although | also like the
odd () glass of wine and ride a 850 cc classic Italian
motorbike!"

| was approached by Lu Brightwell and Sue Johnstone
regarding an advert in this newsletter for a newly opened
practice in Kidderminster offering Bowen Therapy. | had
heard good things about Bowen Therapy but never given
it atry, soLu agreed to give me a trial session and |
would write a review.

That's me | thought. | can sometimes be a baby, | aspire
to be a sportswoman and | certainly am degenerating at
an alarming rate.

Appointment made so no going back, | set off after work
on a wet Monday evening.

The Suite in Kidderminster was ideally located and easy
to get to with ample parking. After my initial assessment
| was positioned face down on the couch. | was then
subjected to a set sequence of “moves” followed by
“pauses” which allowed the body to respond. | was
surprised at the gentleness of the whole process. | then
turned on to my back for the last few moves.

My first session was focused on the body as a whole but
sessions can be targeted to specific problem areas and
the treatment lasted approximately 50 minutes, but time
flew by.

How did | feel? Not sure to start with. | stopped
clenching my teeth and felt much more at ease with
myself by the end of the session. Who knows —all | can
say is that | am going back for more to try and resolve
my many deep seated problems, but then again | have
