Worming?????   
A whole new can of worms!  

For many years worming my horses was done purely by  guesswork. I was absolutely 
hopeless and spent needless time and money trying t o work out an effective worming 
system without success. 
Then I stumbled across Wormers Direct, now known as  Intelligent Worming (flyer 
enclosed). 
They claimed to plan your worming calendar by asses sing the horse, their habitat and 
samples of their droppings. The eternal pessimist i n me thought that this was too good to 
be true, but decided to sign up anyway. Many years on I have a sound worm programme, 
am financially better off and my horses are complet ely worm free.  
They are now wormed when necessary as  
a result of constant monitoring rather than when  
the wormer manufacturers say we should. As a result  they become virtually chemical free. 
For a small yearly set up fee and then monthly paym ents the hassle factor is completely 
taken out of worming and the only thing you need to  do is open the post when the next 
Intelligent Worming parcel arrives. In today’s busy  world this type of service is invaluable. 
I am not easily pleased but Intelligent Worming get  my thumbs up. �������
