Welfare — Meet the Officer

Lisa Tattersall-Randle

My first experience of riding was on a grey
pony called Noddy at Butlin’s in Skegness
(everyone has to start somewhere!). After
that | persuaded my parents to pay for
riding lessons and then spent most of my
time at what is now Debdale Riding School
(then it was West Midlands Equitation
Centre).

My parents could not afford to buy me a
horse so | schooled and competed other

people’s horses and also
had horses on loan. My
father always promised to
buy ‘Smokey’ for me if we
ever won the 14°2” jumping
together — well one day we
did it and Dad was true to
his word and | owned my
first pony (and | loved him

more than anything!). My
parents also bought four varying sized foals
(they were cheap!) for me to ‘bring on’,
which | duly did, and my teenage years were
largely spent with horses and at
competitions.

Riding became rather sporadic when | got a
little older and work got in the way, but
having a daughter who became interested in
riding (can’t think how that happened!)
helped to get me back into horse ownership.
As a family we now have five horses and |
still enjoy competing at local shows.

As horses are my main interest | decided |
needed to formalize my knowledge, so have
completed a Higher National Diploma in
Equine Studies and have qualified as a BHS
Intermediate Stable Manager. | am still
studying and am about to begin the final
year of an equine honours degree with
Warwickshire College.

Having retired in 2007 as a police inspector
with the West Midlands Police | now have
more time to spend doing the things | enjoy,
which are almost entirely concerned with
horses! Fortunately | have an
understanding and supportive husband to
help me.

The Role of the Welfare Officer -
“Prevention through Education”

Welfare officers are practical people
with a wealth of horse experience. The
aim is to ensure the welfare of the horse,
especially as many cases result from
ignorance rather than deliberate cruelty.

So what might be reported? Concerns
can be reported either directly to the
welfare officer or may come through the
Welfare department at BHS HQ in
Stoneleigh. Common concerns are
equines that do not seem to be being fed
or have no water, overgrown hooves,
emaciated or obese animals or horses
that appear to have suffered an injury
that is not receiving veterinary
treatment.

So what does the welfare officer do?
They initially visit the location to assess
the situation. If there are issues that
need to be dealt with, whenever possible
the welfare officer will try to locate the
owner and offer advice to improve the
situation. Often the owner will act on
the advice but if not or if the situation
worsens then the welfare officer will work
with Local Council Trading Standards
officers who can issue improvement
notices, or other agencies such as the
RSPCA, ILPH or the police. If necessary
the welfare officer will make further visits
to ensure that improvements are
maintained.A written report of the
welfare concern and any action taken to
resolve it is submitted to the BHS
Welfare Department, although details
about the case, such as the person
reporting and any action taken always
remain strictly confidential.

Wyre Forest Permit
Update

The Toll-Rides Off-road Trust (TROT) has
been administering the Wyre Forest
riding permit scheme on behalf of the
Forestry Commission since Autumn
2007. Access to the public bridleways
that run through the Forest is unaffected
because riders have a legal right to use
them without charge, but the permit
allows you to ride on all the other
permissive forestry tracks that are open
to riders, which are marked with a
horseshoe symbol. By combining the
two, you can ride for 3 or 4 hours
without going on a road, so the permit is
well worth it.

An annual "Forestry Only" permit costs
£36 per adult, £30 for a young person
and £40 for a "shared horse" plus a £10
returnable deposit for a white TROT hat-
band, which should be worn at all times.
As well your permit allows you to ride in
Cannock Chase, the FC-managed woods
near Ludlow and the National Forest,
and includes free box parking at all those
sites which have suitable facilities. For
those riders who just want to visit the
Wyre Forest occasionally, day permits
and hat-bands are available from the
Visitor Centre at a cost of £5 per rider
per day. Alternatively, if you pay the
enhanced rate for full TROT membership
and have a yellow hat-band, you get
access to all these forestry rides as well
as all the other TROT rides throughout
the UK. Call TROT on 01622 735 599 for
details and an application form.

Finally - TROT are looking for a Local
Agent for the Wyre Forest, preferably
someone who lives close by and rides
there regularly. This role involves
communicating with permit holders and
liaising with TROT and the Forestry
Commission about changes and
improvements to the riding routes - and
although it is voluntary, you get a free
annual riding permit in return. If you
are interested, please contact Dora
Pilkington at the TROT office on 01622
735 599.

Why should | buy a
Permit to ride in the
Wyre Forest?

The Forestry Commission manages
woodlands to achieve a wide range of
objectives, including conservation,
recreation and timber production. TROT
is a non-profit making charity with local
knowledge and contacts that administers
the horse riders permit system on behalf
of the Forestry Commission.

Apart from Public Rights of Way, most
Forestry Commission access for horses
in the West Midlands is by permit only.
This is due to the high demand for
recreational use of the Forests by many
different user groups.

Some Forestry Commission woods are
managed on a lease and not all
landowners are happy to allow access to
riders. If riders abuse the use of the
Forests and refuse to take on the
responsibility of a permit, it is possible
that access for horses will be denied.

Your insurance may be invalid if you
do not have an official permit.

Fees from permits can be channelled
back into conservation and recreation
projects. Riders’ permit fees help to
provide safe off road riding and maintain
facilities in good condition.

By purchasing a permit, you are
helping to promote riding in the Forests.
You have a voice and the chance to be
consulted and informed on access for
horses.

Your Permit covers all Forestry
Commission woods in the West Midlands
region and includes a Box Park Sticker
that allows you FREE horsebox parking
in all of the forest car parks.

Increasing Participation
In Equestrianism

It was the first time
that 13-year-old Emma
McBrearty had ever
climbed on to a horse
or pony - and all her
focus was on getting
into the saddle. From
then on it was plain
sailing - or should that
be riding?

Hole Farm Trekking Centre is a municipal
equestrian facility owned by Birmingham City
Council. Its remit is to provide open access
horse riding and trekking to the community.
Hole Farm, managed by Carol Jones, is
recognised as a high quality establishment by
the British Equestrian Federation, the British
Horse Society and has recently become home
to the newly formed Woodgate Valley Riding
for the Disabled group.

There has always been some schools use of
the facility but this has increased significantly
since September 2006 through the support of
the two local School Sports partnerships.
Networking within the Childrens, Young
people, and Families Directorate has also
enabled the Looked After Childrens Service
(LACES) to use the facility with vulnerable
individuals.

The potential of the centre, to have a
significant positive impact on the lives of
young people, is only just beginning to be
exploited. Apart from helping to deliver
national, local and National Governing Body
participation targets,the centre will also
contribute to the schools/ pupils academic
attainment, emotional and physical health,
and employment prospects.




WANT TO TRY
WESTERN?
GET IT RIGHT!

Interest in Western riding is (finally!) growing in
Britain—I say “finally” because for the past 30
years the number of participants in every other
European country has been huge and ever
expanding. However, any breed of horse can be
trained for  Western riding, = Warmbloods,
Thoroughbreds, cobs and the like. What is
important is that the horse is actually TRAINED
WESTERN.

The whole philosophy and methodology of riding
Western is very different from English riding
disciplines, as you and your horse need to be
trained in the Western mentality and approach
toward equitation. The Western horse should be
ridden on a loose rein, the lower leg contact should
only be used when something specific is requested
by the rider. The horse should be allowed the
freedom to make mistakes so that he can learn
what is right and wrong via your corrections and
eventually perform manoeuvres and maintain his
outline principally on his own. Those are the
basics; there are literally thousands of other
elements involved in learning how to ride and train
Western properly.

Therefore, you need someone who is an expert to
teach you if you want to learn to ride Western
properly. When looking for a Western expert, the
best indication of expertise is the trainer’s record in
the show ring. The highest level of Western
competition in Britain occurs in the Open division
at AQHA-approved and NRHA-approved shows.
More local, lower-level shows are those put on by
the various area organisers of WES (the Western
Equestrian Society), which are open to all breeds
and have classes for Novice Horses, Novice Riders,
Youth, Amateurs and Open competitors.

The principal classes held in all Western shows are
Showmanship, Trail, Western Pleasure, Reining,
and Western Riding.Western show results can be
found in the AQHA-UK Journal, the new Free Rein
magazine, the WES News, and the following
websites:
www.agha.com,www.quarterhorse2000.co.uk,

As far as Western instructor qualifications go, in
the U.S. where Western riding has been practised
the longest and at the highest level, there are no
formal or official qualifications, due to the
American culture of non-governmental interference
in a laissez-faire marketplace where one’s ability
and credentials are demonstrated through

achievement. However, in Canada a Western

coaching programme has been established for
many decades through the Canadian Equestrian
Federation (now Equine Canada).This programme
also has affiliate organisations and certified
coaches in other countries such as France and
Italy. This has been and still is the only Western
coaching programme in the world recognised by
the FEI.In Britain Western instructors can be
recognised by WES (the Western Equestrian
Society), and some of these instructors are very
capable. However, it needs to be noted that the
syllabus and exam for becoming WES-qualified is
miniscule compared to the rigorous and lengthy
certification programme set up by Equine Canada.
Therefore some WES instructors without additional
demonstrable achievements may not necessarily be
very experienced or accomplished, albeit probably
able to teach absolute beginners.

Finally, in order to clear up what seems to be a
fairly common misconception in England, note that
most of the principles and practices of “natural
horsemanship” derive from Western riding NOT the
other way around. Expert Western riders and
trainers have always known and used
psychological methods of teaching/ relating to their
horses and creating a partnership rather than
using constriction and force, for the simple reason
that, without this, it would be impossible to control
a horse and obtain his cooperation when he is
ridden on a loose rein and is free to run off or do
his own thing.

There, that should be enough information to help
you make a sagacious and informed choice of
trainer/ instructor if you've wanted to learn to ride
Western. Sotry it!
