  The BHS SEIB Breeding Education Conference took 
place on Saturday 2 May at Hartpury College, 
Gloucestershire to mark the start of the “Think before 
you breed” campaign and as part of Breeding 
Awareness week. Expert vets stressed the 
importance of weighing up the pros and cons before 
you even think about breeding and the importance of 
careful selection of both mare and stallion. The well 
being of the mare during pregnancy was discussed 
and common hereditary problems outlined 
.Preparation for the birth and looking after a newborn 
followed before lunch. It was a real eye opener and 
this message needs to get out to the wider audience 
that breeding MUST be taken seriously.  
Richard Maxwell then took over and showed that after 

all of this preparation things can still go wrong. In a 
practical session he covered handling foals and 

young stock and dealing with behavioural problems. . 
  It was a really informative day and other events are 

planned for this campaign.

I have always loved horses.  Even though this made me absolutely unique within my family (and played havoc 

with my sister’s allergy) every waking moment was filled with horsey reading and learning.  I finally persuaded 

my parents that the once a year ride as a treat during the annual family summer holiday just wasn't enough and, 

age 9, was taken to the local riding school....or rather point-to-point yard, with a few ponies.  I doubt this would 

happen today, but it was really a case of stay on board, walk back, or, as in my second week, be carried back, 

semi conscious...The only thing I remember was being held on a grey horse and it turning around in the yard...I 

was sure I had set off on a brown one. 

  

Undeterred, I insisted on going back the following weekend, and while no doubt my mum took out the worst of 

her worries on her finger nails, I had a super time, and all confidence was restored.  A year later, a 13.2hh 

palomino (Sandy) was mine, and we had such a lot of fun.  A red roan followed, and I had my first taste of 

competition at the myriad of unaffiliated shows we could hack to in those days.  A more serious competition 

pony followed, and, after burning out the clutch a couple of times, dad got to be a real expert at reversing the 

hired trailers we used to go to pony club and junior BSJA competitions. 

  

At 16, I moved on to horses.  Cost was always an issue, and most of them had a flaw or two.  There have been 

several occasions where my less than classical learning in the early days came to the fore as I have always 

been pretty fearless and blessed with a good strong position and balance.  This coupled with the excellent 

tuition I received from Pony Club and several registered/accredited instructors since, meant that I could often 

find a way to make progress. 

  

Although eventing has always been a passion, with a full time job, it became almost impossible to do the horses 

as well as I wanted to and to be able to get time off for competition, with so many ballots taking place.  SO, I 

concentrated on showjumping instead.  Great fun, and quite a few ribbons, I have qualified for several 

Newcomers and Foxhunters regionals and have competed in several finals at the Scope Festival.  Harry, who I 

brought as an unbroken 3 year old has won about £500 and  has been a pleasure to own, being a very happy 

horse.  He is now 19, and still possesses a demon buck that can clear the collecting ring at shows. 

  

I work full time, currently in Gloucestershire, where I am a company director. This means that I have to travel 

quite a lot, sometimes out of the UK, so have to be very organised, especially as I look after Harry myself (as 

witnessed by the number of times I arrive at work with some hay in my hair).  That said, the horses remain my 

first love, and I have been enjoying refreshing my stable management skills via the BHS Horseowners 

certificates, it having been more than a decade since I completed my Stage III exams.  Until my resignation in 

2007, I judged dressage as a list 4 judge for more than 20 years, and am thinking perhaps a BSJA course 

building or judging course might be fun for the future.

4th! Not bad for my first year! 
After a long trip up on Thursday, we arrived at the venue at 
11pm only to get promptly stuck in the gateway! After alot of 
people pushing we set up camp ready for a leisurely Friday 
before the competition began on Saturday. I was then 
informed I had been selected for the England Nations Cup 
team!!  
We had a fantastic orienteering route, being sent up a steep 
mountain, back down, then through some tricky boggy 
terrain. This all went very well until the last 'easy' section 
through the village where I managed to lose concentration 
and pick up a 'bad' ticket and 30 penalty points! We had 
some absolutely stunning views, and the weather managed 
to stay the right side of drizzly!

“I always thought that I was allowed to tow my Welsh 
cob section D, as the weight of the trailer + the weight 
of the horse+ the weight of my car were under 3 
tonnes. But as you should take the maximum loaded 
weight of both the car and the trailer I was only allowed 
to pull a single horse box. Finding a single horse box 
that I could hire was proven difficult. So I have been 
taking somebody with a license, that allows to drive a 
car with a double trailer with me, and put ‘L’ plates on 
the car to be legal. 
 
As soon as I saw that the BHS had organized a trailer 
driving course on the 15July I put my name down for it. 
Before we got into one of the cars the teacher (Liz 
Brunt) took us through the theory of driving a car with 
trailer. 
On the strip of concrete in the middle of nowhere we 
had 3 horseboxes and 1 trailer with vehicles to practice 
with. I used the teacher’s car and trailer as the trailer 
was the same as the one I can hire. 
 
When we had the hang of reversing straight back we 
tried to reverse around a corner, while somebody 
narrowed the distance between the cones when we 
didn’t look. 
We finished with the unhitching of the trailer. 
 
After this course I booked lessons with Liz Bunt, as I 
want to do the practical test to upgrade my driving 
license. After 4 lessons I was ready to book my exam. 
The reverse parking and the removal of bad habits, 
were the topics we spend most of the time on. 
 
I feel a lot more confident pulling the trailer with my 
horse to shows now.”

Worcestershire County Branch Annual Meeting, October 15th 2008 
Minutes of the Annual Meeting held on Wednesday 15th October 2008 at The Bell Inn, near Romsley at 7.30 pm.

1) Apologies 

Apologies were received from Heather Lucas (Regional Chairman), Fiona Jeffries, Mel Bridge, Islay Auty, Lu Brightwell. Sarah 
Warrington, Paul Ingram, Catherine Peters and Liz Brunt. 
 

2) Minutes of the last Annual Meeting 
No amendments were noted, and it was agreed that the minutes could be signed off as a true and accurate record. 
Proposed by Rebecca Wassell, seconded by Judith Smart. 

 
3) Matters arising 
           There were no matters arising. 
 
4) Chairman's Report 

a) Bev Hudson circulated a copy of the Chairman’s Report to everyone present along with reports from the Treasurer, Regional 
Development Officer, Welfare, Riding and Road Safety and Access.  

b) She thanked the committee for their hard work since the last Annual Meeting, and the branch members for supporting the 
events put on in 2008.  She briefly summarised them and advised that they had all either broken even or made a profit. 

c) Bev clarified that due to a change in the Gift Aid rules, we will not be able to charge different rates in future for members and 
non-members who attend BHS organised events, although it may be possible to add value for members by offering a reduced 
rate for advance bookings. 

d) All were also asked to note that BHS Scotland is now a separate charity, which will mean that it has its own logo, which may 
also mean changes to the logo used in England and Wales.  Any amendments will be communicated by Head Office as and 
when they come into force. 

e) Bev also clarified that we should continue to use the Diamond Jubilee Headed paper for all BHS branch communications for 
the time being, until the current stock is used up. 

f) Members were asked whether we should continue to use The Bell as the venue for our annual meetings.  Most were satisfied 
with the location, which is close to the motorway and accessible to members from both Worcestershire and the West Midlands. 
 

5) Regional Development Officer’s Report 
a) Andrea Jackman introduced herself as our new Regional Development Officer, replacing Amanda Watson in February 2008. 
b) As at the end of September 2008, Worcestershire Branch had 1,257 members, a net gain of 53 over the last 12 months, and 

BHS membership nationally now stands at over 70,000. 
c) Although the majority of the national news was noted in her report, Andrea highlighted the Coastal Access campaign as 

something that members need to help with in the near future by signing the card enclosed with the latest issue of British Horse 
and forwarding it to their MP. The government will shortly be voting on the Marine Bill, which proposes to open up coastal 
access for walkers, and the purpose of the campaign is to widen its scope to include riders. 
Action : All . 

d) Andrea ended by thanking the Worcestershire Committee for their hard work, and gave the apologies of our Regional 
Chairman, Heather Lucas. 
 

6) Treasurer's Report 
a) The current account balance at the end of September 2008 was £3,582.43, an increase of £1,760.30 on last year.  
b) During the year, the club had an income of £4,565.50 from events and members’ capitation fees and outgoings of £812.50, 

although it was noted that the outgoings do not include the cost of producing and distributing the autumn newsletter, which will 
be around £500.  

c) The 9,044.27 in the investment account has now been moved to a central BHS savings account, the Stoneleigh Investment 
Account, which attracts and interest rate of 5.5%.   

d) The committee has been looking into several ideas for using these funds including those suggested at the last Annual Meeting 
plus sponsoring a local rider, and putting on a major event or clinic.  Andrea Jackman suggested that we should also consider 
spending some of the money on new bridleway gates. 
Action : Worcestershire Branch Committee to consider all the ideas put forward to date and choose one that will 
benefit a significant number of members. 
 

 
 
 



 
7) Riding and Road Safety 

Although Fiona Jeffries sent her apologies, she had prepared a Riding and Road Safety Report which was distributed at the meeting.  
Bev Hudson highlighted a couple of the key points as follows:- 
a) Lauren Barton ran 2 Riding and Road Safety courses in 2008, and all but one of the 19 participants passed the exam.   
b) From June 1st 2008, the BHS Riding and Road Safety training programme became part of the national qualification framework 

(QCA).  This has changed the way in which the test is scored, focusing on the positives.  All examiners (including Fiona) have 
undergone training and, so far, one examination in Worcestershire has been conducted using the new system. 

 
8) Welfare 

a) In addition to her written report, Lisa Tattersall-Randle was asked to outline the process for picking up welfare reports and 
actioning them.  

b) Concerned members of the public either contact one of the Welfare Officers direct, or ring BHS Head Office, who then pass 
the initial report on to the Worcestershire team.  The Officer  who lives closest then visits the horse and its owner to 
investigate, which can sometimes be difficult (Welfare Officers sometimes struggle to locate the horse from the information 
given, and not all owners take kindly to their interference.  If the owner cannot be found, the Welfare Officer will leave a card 
and arrange a follow-up visit at a later date. 

 
9) Access  

A written report from Bobbie Matulja and Judith Smart was circulated, and questions invited from the floor:- 
a) The main highlight for 2008 was the Pleasure Ride, where many lessons were learned about route planning.  Other notable 

positives were the large sum of money set aside by the County Council to repair footpaths and bridleways damaged by the 
floods in 2007, and the fact that we have started making progress with our first few DMMO claims for footpath upgrades and 
new bridleways. 

b) We are also pleased to report that we now have a carriage driving representative on both the Local Access Forum and or the 
Rights of Way Liaison Group. 

c) The County Council are hoping to run a training course about conducting the historical research needed to support a DMMO 
application, although we need to find sufficient interested people before it can go ahead.  Any members who are interested 
should contact Bobbie or Judith, who can also provide details of free training courses offered by the County Council in work 
party leadership and tools and techniques for bridlepath clearance. 
 

10) Events for 2008 
Bev Hudson asked what events the membership would like the committee to put on in 2009, and the following suggestions were 
made:- 
a) Vaulting demonstration - Andrea Jackman can recommend a suitable contact.  
b) Dressage to Music - clinic and/or demonstration including hints and tips on how to prepare. 
c) Pleasure Ride - preparations are already in hand for a September one around the Dormston area, with a start point at Upton 

Snodsbury. 
d) Trec training event, possibly indoors. 
e) Another showjumping clinic. 
f) Another dressage clinic / Test Your Test day. 
g) Another showing masterclass. 
h) Another Trailer Towing training session. 
i) More lecture events / socials during the winter months (eg. plaiting and trimming). 
Action : the Committee to finalise a programme of events for 2009 and publicise it in the Spring newsletter. 
 

11) Election of Officers 
a) The following members of the committee are standing down at this meeting:- Camilla Mascall, Michelle Burton and Mel 

Bridge.  Bev Hudson thanked them for their hard work and support. 
b) The rest of the existing committee are all happy to continue for another year and were re-elected en bloc. 

Proposed by Cath Lougher, seconded by Leigh-Ann Adams. 
c) Lu Brightwell was elected “in absentia” as a new committee member, although her role has yet to be clarified.  

Proposed by Bev Hudson, seconded by Julian Hunt. 
Action : Bev Hudson to ensure that the changes are reflected in the 2009 Yearbook. 

 
12) Any Other Business 

a) Bev Hudson highlighted that members can obtain a 10% discount from the BHS Bookshop by using the special promotional 
voucher in the current issue of British Horse. 

b) She then presented Horse Owners Certificates to everyone who took the Level 2 and 3 exams in 2008. 
c) The £40 proceeds from the raffle were donated to Horsewatch and handed to Bob Jenkins, our guest speaker for the remainder 

of the evening. 
 
 
13) Next Annual Meeting 

The next annual meeting will be held at The Bell in October 2009, based on the schedule laid down by Head Office.  The date will 
be confirmed in the Spring newsletter.
